If the abovementioned Vessel or any other vessel or property belonging to the Carrier Interests should be arrested or detained or if the arrest or detention thereof should be threatened, to provide on your first demand and without any justification within 48 hours such bail or other security as may be required to prevent such arrest or detention or to secure the release of such vessel or property and to indemnify the Carrier Interests in respect of any loss, damage or expenses caused by such arrest or detention whether or not the same may be justified.

5. We have read, understood, accepted and confirmed to be fully bound by the terms and conditions of American President Lines of lading which are published on your official website.
6. The obligations under this Letter of Indemnity (“LOI”) shall be irrevocable and unconditional under any and all circumstances and shall not be subject to any reduction, offset or deduction for any reason whatsoever.
